SUBJECT: Report on Measure B Local Pass-Through Expenditures FY 06-07

Summary

A summary of the fiscal year 06/07 expenditures for the Measure B bicycle/pedestrian local
pass-through expenditures is included as an attachment. Staff will be available to answer
guestions in the meeting. No action is requested for this item.

Background

As the BPAC is aware, 75% of the total Measure B bicycle/pedestrian funding is allocated to
local jurisdictions for bicycle/pedestrian projects. All 15 Alameda County jurisdictions receive
these funds on a monthly basis, based on population. Funded projects must be included on
a list of “prioritized projects” submitted to ACTIA in advance.

By December of each year, the jurisdictions must submit a “Program Compliance Report”
showing how the previous fiscal years funds were spent, and how future funds are
anticipated to be spent. Attachment C2 provides a summary of the bicycle and pedestrian
fund expenditures for FY 06/07. The reports for each city can be found on ACTIA’s website
at:_http://www.acta2002.com/financials.html, under “Compliance Requirements for MB
Pass-Through Funds.”
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
