Meeting called to order at 5:32 pm by Catherine Souders-Mahanpour 

 
1. Welcome and Introductions: 

Self introductions were made by the committee members, staff, and guests. 
 
Public Comment:   

There was no public comment. 
 

Approval of Minutes:  
a. Approval of September 27, 2007 Minutes 

 
Carol Handelman noted one correction in the spelling of her last name. 

 
A motion was made by Barry Ferrier and seconded by Dr. Roop Jindal to approve the 
September 27, 2007 minutes as corrected. A vote was taken, and the motion passed 
unanimously.  
 

b. Approval of October 18, 2007 Minutes 
 
A motion was made by Dr. Roop Jindal and seconded by Barry Ferrier to approve the 
October 18, 2007 minutes as presented. A vote was taken, and the motion passed with 
two abstentions (Handelman, Hilliard). 

 
2. Discussion and Feedback on Public Forums 

Tess Lengyel provided an overview report detailing and outcomes of the East 
County Transportation Forum, and a handout, included at the end of these 
minutes, was distributed to CAC members.  
 
Discussion ensued and CAC members noted positive feedback, also noting 
suggestions for improvement including more time for questions and answers at 
the end, emphasizing the target audience on the event flyer, and using the 
County’s email distribution list to aide in our outreach to businesses.  
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Ms. Lengyel also provided background and discussed projects to be presented at 
the Central County Public Forum in April. A list of projects was included in the 
agenda packet. Those projects include the I-580/Redwood Road Interchange, I-
238 Widening, the Central County Freeway Study, and the Route 
238/Foothill/Mission/Jackson Corridor Project. Ms. Lengyel also reviewed the 
remainder of the CAC calendar for the fiscal year and answered a CAC inquiry 
regarding the biannual bus tour, which is scheduled for Fall 2008.  
 

3. CAC Member Outreach Reports 
• Audrey LePell reported that she addressed the California Energy Commission 

regarding the possible development of a power plant in Hayward. Ms. LePell 
asked the CMA for their rating of all freeways in Alameda County, and 
suggested a countywide discussion on this. Ms. LePell also stated that the 
power plant would be within a mile of key corridors in Hayward, and key 
stakeholders were not notified in advance of the Environmental Impact 
Report. Christine Monsen clarified that pertaining to the Authority, the 
ACTIA Board does not comment on EIR documents, and would not be the 
appropriate body to act on this issue; however, the Alameda County 
Congestion Management Agency does. Ms. LePell indicated she spoke with 
the CMA and they were not aware of the project and its potential impacts on 
traffic. 

 
• Barry Ferrier reported that the Dumbarton Rail Citizens Advisory Panel 

meeting was held on December 12, 2007, and that he would forward a link to 
the website to ACTIA staff. Mr. Ferrier also noted concern about the lack of 
shuttle service around the Union City BART station despite the long distance 
from the parking lot to the station due to construction. Mr. Ferrier also 
announced that the City of Hayward has adopted a “mini-loop” system, with a 
City Council vote of 4-3. This project will aim to alleviate traffic congestion 
on Mission and Foothill Boulevards.  

 
 

4. Staff Report 
Tess Lengyel informed the Committee that ACTIA will hold leadership trainings 
for its four Community Advisory Committees. Ms. Lengyel noted that due to low 
attendance at an earlier attempt at a training in the first half of the fiscal year, the 
training was cancelled and will be incorporated into the organizational meetings 
of each committee in June and July. This will likely translate into 3-hour 
meetings. 
 
Art Dao announced that he would be presenting ACTIA information at the North 
County Transportation Forum immediately following the CAC meeting, and that 
he would be available for questions afterward.  
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Staff also distributed a Monthly Status Report covering Measure B Programs and 
Capital Projects. 
 
Christine Monsen announced that the ACTIA Board approved the 
LBE/SLBE/VSLBE Program at its January meeting. The revised program lowers 
the threshold from $10 million to $5 million per year to qualify for status as a 
small business. Also considered was reducing the amount of time required to be 
located in Alameda County, but this revision was rejected. Goals for the program 
are 70% for Local and 30% for Small Local Businesses. For construction 
contracts, the goals are 60% for Local  and Small Local goals are to be announced 
on each contract. Also adopted was a change in the certification term from one 
year to two years.

	 •• 	 Meeting participants attended in 
order to get updates on current 
projects, general information on 
ACTIA, and information on busi-
ness opportunities. 

	 •• 	 All participants found the forum 
either very or somewhat helpful.

	 •• 	 Most participants lived or worked 
in Pleasanton or Livermore and 
heard about the forum through 
the Tri-Valley Business Council, 
local newspapers, and email lists.

	 •• 	 In the future, participants would 
like to see forums on proposed 
BART extensions; intermodal 
stations; coordination of carpool 
lanes, BART, and regional rail; bus 
service; and project schedules, 
budgets, and construction.

	 •• 	 Four participants expressed inter-
est in joining the ACTIA Com-
munity Advisory Committees and 
subsequently received informa-
tion about joining these groups.
