The Alameda County Transportation Improvement Authority (Authority or ACTIA) is requesting
proposals from qualified consultants with expertise in bike and pedestrian facilities for engineering,
environmental clearance, and implementation strategies for the East Bay Greenway Project. The
required scope of services is described in Section II, Reguired Scope of Services, Deliverables, and Staffing
for the Alameda County Transportation Improvement Authority (ACTIA).

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The Authority will hold a pre-proposal meeting to review this Request for Proposal on the date
shown in Table 1. Explanations or clarifications desired by respondents regarding the meaning or
interpretation of this RFP may be requested in written form either before or at this meeting. While
this meeting is not mandatory, all consultants intending to propose are strongly encouraged to
attend. The meeting provides an opportunity to meet and network with local and small local firms,
to assist in meeting the Local Business Enterprise and Small Local Business Enterprise goals of 70%
and 30%, respectively.

Questions pertaining to this RFP should be addressed in writing to the appropriate staff person
shown in Table 1, by the deadline set forth in Table 1. Responses to all questions received by the
deadline set forth in Table 1 will be provided to all attendees of the pre-proposal meeting, and will
be posted on the ACTIA website (http://www.actia2022.com). During the pre-proposal meeting,
Authority staff will be available to review questions on the Authority’s requirements and policies,
and any questions or clarifications to the scope of work. Prior to or subsequent to the pre-proposal
meeting, the Authority may, in its sole discretion, issue addenda or amendments to this RFP. Any
such addenda or amendments will be posted on the Authority’s website.

During the pre-proposal conference verbal questions will be accepted from prospective Proposers
attending the conference. All verbal questions during the pre-proposal conference will be
documented and questions affecting the content of the RFP in a material way, or clarifying the
intent of the RFP will be answered by means of an addendum to the RFP. Any prospective Bidder
believing that he or she has found a discrepancy in or omission from the RFP, or is in doubt as to
the meaning of any provision in the RFP, must raise the issue(s) at the pre-proposal conference.
Other questions, inquiries, discrepancies or omissions must be submitted in writing and received by
the Authority by the time, date and at the address shown in Table 1, with the phrase “|[ACTIA RFP
No. 10-01]” prominently written on the face of the envelope.

The Authority is not obligated to
change the RFP in any way, but questions affecting the content of the RFP in a material way, or
clarifying the intent, will be answered by means of an addendum to the RFP, which will be made
available on the Authority’s website and to all of those companies that were represented at the pre-
proposal meeting. The Authority will not be responsible for communications concerning this RFP
which are not in writing or which are not made at the pre-proposal meeting.

The Authority encourages Local Business Enterprises (LBEs) and Small Local Business Enterprises
(SLBEs) to submit proposals in response to this invitation. The Authority will not discriminate
against any individual on the grounds of race, national origin, color, religion, gender, sexual
orientation, age or disability in awarding this contract. The Authority has a 70% LBE goal and a
30% SLBE goal for these services pursuant to the Authority’s Local Business Contract Equity
Program (LBCE Program). Please refer to the ACTIA website for information on this program and
see Section IV-3 for further details on LBE/SLBE certification requirements.

The Authority reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to modify and/or suspend any and all aspects
of this RF'P, to obtain further information from any firm or person responding to the RFP, to waive
any informality or irregularity as to the form or content of the RFP or any response thereto, to be
the sole judge of the merits of the proposals received, to reject any or all proposals, and to reissue
the RFP should it so choose.

The
Consultant shall include the re-utilization of work previously completed, as and where appropriate
and applicable, in preparing the work plan and deliverables for this project in the interest of
minimizing the required effort and cost to the project. Information to be evaluated prior to
submitting a proposal includes, but is not limited to, the following materials available for review at
the Authority’s office or on the Authority’s website:

3. BACKGROUND OF 2000 MEASURE B

2000 MEASURE B PROGRAM -- ACTIA

In November 2000, the Alameda County Board of Supervisors placed a new “Measure B” on the
ballot and the voters approved the measure with 81.5% support. The 2000 Measure B authorized
the extension of the collection and expenditure of a one-half of one percent sales tax over the next
20 years to address major transportation needs and congestion in Alameda County. The Alameda
County Transportation Improvement Authority (ACTIA) was instituted to manage the new Measure
B funds, as detailed in Alameda County’s 20-Year Transportation Expenditure Plan dated July 2000.

ACTIA is responsible for the management of the 2000 Transportation Expenditure Plan.
Management activities include contract oversight, policy direction, financing, investment
management, and coordinating projects with regional transit and transportation agencies and other
Project Sponsors, as required. The composition of the ACTIA Board is as follows:

. Five members of the Alameda County Board of Supervisors;

. Three representatives appointed by the Alameda County Mayors’ Conference from
among the cities of Hayward, Fremont, Newark, Union City, Pleasanton, Livermore,
and Dublin;

e  Two representatives appointed by the Alameda County Mayors’ Conference from the
cities of San Leandro, Oakland, Alameda, Albany, Berkeley, Emeryville and Piedmont;
and

. One representative designated by the Mayor of Oakland.

ALAMEDA COUNTY TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION (ACTC)

ACTC, which is currently in the formation process, will be responsible for the management of the
2000 Transportation Expenditure Plan and will also assume the responsibilities currently addressed
by the Alameda County Congestion Management Agency (CMA). Any contract arising out of this
RFP will ultimately be assigned to ACTC. The composition of the ACTC Board will be as follows:
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Five members of the Alameda County Board of Supervisors (each with one vote, except for two
votes for the Supervisor with the longest tenure);

Representatives from each of the 14 cities; Oakland would have 4 votes (vote split, with three
votes held by the Oakland representative with the longest tenure) and Hayward and Fremont

would each have 2 votes.

Representatives from BART and AC Transit

All representatives must be elected officials within Alameda County.

Cooperation - The Consultant shall carry out the instructions as received from the Authority
and shall cooperate with the Authority staff and Board members.

Quality Assurance - Consultant has sole responsibility for the accuracy and completeness of all
materials and recommendations prepared for this contract and shall provide adequate supporting
documentation and check all such reports accordingly. Consultant will provide quality control of
all products prior to submittal to the Authority. The Consultant shall identify the person
responsible for internal quality control for the products and documents and include such
individual’s name on all documents. The documents furnished under this scope of services shall
be of a quality acceptable to the Authority. The criteria for acceptance shall be a product of neat
appearance that is well organized, well written, technically accurate and grammatically correct.

Performance - Consultant will play an active role in ensuring adherence to the professional
services contract requirements, the required deliverables, schedule and quality of the deliverables,
the contract budget and compliance to the LBCE Program. Regularly scheduled coordination
and status meetings will be held to review the consultant’s performance in meeting the
contractual requirements in delivering the required services and deliverables and the budgets.

Invoicing - With each invoice, Consultant shall use the Authority’s invoice template and report
on work accomplished in the billing period, covered by the invoice including the status of the
project progress, project schedule, project budget, and achievement towards LBE and SLBE
goals. The consultant shall provide further billing detail by consultant staff member showing
time incurred with applicable billing rates and specific task(s) rendered.
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Limitations -- This RFP does not commit the Authority to award a contract or to pay any costs
incurred in the preparation of a proposal in response to this REP, or to procure or contract for
services. 'The Authority reserves the right to award contracts to two or more contractors
pursuant to this RFP. The Authority also reserves the right to transfer certain services covered
by this RFP in-house, to be performed by staff.

Rejection of Proposals -- The Authority reserves the right to accept or reject any or all
proposals received as a result of this request, to negotiate with any qualified firms or to modity,
cancel or reissue the RFP in part or in its entirety if it is in the best interest of the Authority to
do so.

Award -- All finalists may be required to participate in negotiations and to submit a cost
proposal and technical or other revisions of their proposals as may result from negotiations.
Accordingly, each initial proposal should be submitted on the most favorable terms from a
resource and technical perspective.

Work Scope Modifications -- The Authority reserves the right to request changes to the
staffing and/or scope of services contained in any of the proposals and to enter negotiations
with any of the proposers regarding their submittal.

Pre-award Audit Requirements — Concurrent with contract negotiations, a pre-award audit at
the prospective contractor’s facility may be performed. If the pre-award audit evaluation is
made, it shall be made to determine:

o If the prospective contractor’s accounting system is capable of tracking billing information
and cost.

o If the prospective contractor is financially and professionally capable of performing the
work.

o If the cost proposed is reasonable.

Term of Services - The term of services will be upon completion of the deliverables contained
within this RFP and/or any amendment that should be applicable.

Bid Protest Procedure - A person who submits, or who plans to submit, a proposal, may protest
pursuant to the protest procedures applicable to this RFP as follows:

1.

Protests based on the content of the RFP shall be filed with the Authority within 10 calendar
days after the RFP is first formally advertised. The Authority shall issue a written decision on
the protest prior to opening of the proposals. A protest may be renewed by re-filing the protest
with the Authority within 5 calendar days after the determination of the top-ranked firm has
been made available to the bidders.
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Any bidder may protest the recommended award on any ground not based upon the content of
the request for proposals by filing a protest with the Authority within 5 calendar days after the
determination of the top-ranked firm has been made available to the bidders.

Any protest shall contain a full and complete written statement specifying in detail the grounds
of the protest and the facts supporting the protest. Protesters shall have an opportunity to
appear and be heard before the Authority Administration/Legislation/Finance Committee
and/or the Authority Board prior to the opening of proposals in the case of protests based on
the content of the request for proposals, ot before the Chair/Vice-Chair of the Authority Board
prior to final award in the case of protests based on other grounds or the renewal of protests
based on the content of the request for proposals.

If a bid protest is properly filed, ACTIA staff and consultants will promptly initiate an
investigation of the grounds of the bid protest. All bidders shall cooperate with any inquiries
from ACTIA staff and consultants relating to the bid protest.

At the conclusion of their investigation, ACTIA staff and consultants shall submit a report (the
“Staff Report”), including a recommendation regarding the disposition of the bid protest, to the
Administration, Legislation and Finance Committee (“ALF”) and/or the Authority Board, in the
case of any protest based on the content of the RFP, or the Chair/Vice-Chair of the Authority
Board, in the case of protests based on other grounds or the renewal of protests based on the
content of the request for proposals, and the Authority Board or Chair/Vice-Chair of the
Authority Board, as appropriate, shall take final action on the bid protest.
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SECTION II - REQUIRED SCOPE OF SERVICES, DELIVERABLES, AND STAFFING
1. PROJECT BACKGROUND, SCOPE OF SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES

One project team (“Consultant”) will be selected by ACTIA to complete the project approval and
environmental clearance (PA&ED) phase for the East Bay Greenway project. The project is being
delivered as a co-sponsored effort in conjunction with Urban Ecology, a non-profit organization.
The Consultant is expected to work within the established project organization chart as shown in
Figure 1 below.

The Consultant is expected to provide professional services for developing an implementation
strategy, performing preliminary engineering and obtaining environmental clearance for the East Bay
Greenway project. The Consultant should have extensive knowledge of: greenway/bikeway planning
and design; local jurisdiction bicycle/pedestrian issues, concerns and constraints; railroad cortidors
operated by BART and Union Pacific Railroad; state and federal environmental clearance procedures
and policies. The Consultant should have work experience with the appropriate standards for
bikeway design and associated striping, signage, and automatic traffic controls within the jurisdictions
on the project alignment. These services include all activities required to provide the technical
resources, skills, support services, and related project management resources necessary to deliver the
project.
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The East Bay Greenway will create an attractive bicycle and pedestrian path with vegetation and
other amenities between five BART stations in the East Bay — Fruitvale, Coliseum/Airport, San
Leandro, Bayfair and Hayward. The project will utilize areas underneath the elevated BART tracks in
combination with on-street bicycle lanes and crossings to create a bicycle and pedestrian path that
positively influences the neighborhoods the tracks now cut through and divides. The project
corridor will be transformed into a space that connects Fast Bay area residents to transit in a
healthier, safer, more accessible and vibrant manner, thereby encouraging stronger communities.

The East Bay Greenway project proposes to build a twelve-mile walking and biking path under the
elevated BART tracks between Oakland and Hayward. The general location of the project is shown
in Attachment A (Location Map).

The current phase of the project includes the following major elements, which are desired to be
completed within 24 months of the start of work:

e Develop an Implementation Strategy for the project

e Prepare conceptual engineering (35% preliminary design) for the project corridor, including
geometrics and cost estimates

e Obtain Environmental Clearance for the project corridor (CEQA and NEPA)

e Perform Public Outreach [work may be performed by others as discussed below]

Future phases of the project may include the following major elements:

e Prepare final plans, specifications and estimate for the first implementable segment

e Perform right-of-way acquisitions necessary for implementation of project segment(s)
e Provide design support during construction of project segment(s)

The Consultant shall demonstrate competency in all fields of expertise required by this Request for
Proposal (RFP). All services must comply with the requirements of ACTIA, affected local
jurisdictions, BART, Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR), and all other local requirements. The selected
consultant will report directly to ACTIA’s Project Manager or designee.

It is anticipated that ACTIA will be the CEQA lead agency and that Caltrans will be the NEPA lead
agency. For all work products, the Consultant shall perform all work necessary to define the project,
prepare all necessary documents required to obtain both CEQA and NEPA environmental
clearance, and prepare engineering drawings and cost estimates — all in a format acceptable to, and
compliant with the standards of, the Authority and other approving agencies as shown in Task 1E
below. In addition, the Consultant shall be responsible for the preparation, submittal and approval
of all supporting documents (i.e. mapping, permits, agreements, repotts, etc.).

For the Consultant’s work effort, the Consultant shall be familiar with and responsible for providing
and performing the tasks and activities appropriate to develop the project in accordance with the
work breakdown structure shown in the “Workplan Standards Guide for the Delivery of Capital
Projects” prepared by the Department of Transportation (Caltrans).  Anticipated tasks are
summarized below; the Consultant should refine and tailor these further in the proposal to reflect
the effort necessary to meet requirements and deliver this phase of the project to the standards of
the CEQA and NEPA lead agencies.

All submittals (plans, calculations, report and associated documents) shall include evidence of
quality assurance and quality control (QA/QC) reviews. The Consultant will be requited to
submit a QA/QC program to BART, UPRR affected local jurisdictions and the Authority
for review and approval. Major reviews and procedures shall be identified which are specific
for this project. The QA/QC program should be consistent and/or similar to the Caltrans
Quality Control/Quality Assurance program.

F. Project Meetings and Progress Reporting

Project progress meetings and progress reporting will include meetings between Authority
staff, Urban Ecology and the Consultant to be held periodically. Monthly reporting on work
accomplished in the previous month and the status of the project progress, project schedule,
project budget (including status on accomplishment of the agreed upon LBE and SLBE
goals) and any modifications to the base construction cost estimate will be required. The
Consultant shall prepare a project e-briefing every Friday and transmit it to the Authority.
The project e-briefing shall contain a review of key activities and accomplishments of the
past week along with a forecast of key activities and accomplishments planned for the four
weeks ahead, and shall provide advance notice of specific actions required of the Authority
to support the project’s expeditious delivery.

Project Development Team (PDT) and/or Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) meetings
with project stakeholders will be held at approximately one-month intervals. The Consultant
shall facilitate and conduct such meetings to discuss and resolve project related issues and
concerns throughout the course of project development. The PDT/TAC meeting is
anticipated to include the project’s primary stakeholders (ACTIA, Urban Ecology, Caltrans,
BART, EBRPD, County of Alameda, and the Cities of Oakland, San Leandro and Hayward).
Additional stakeholders that may be invited to participate as necessary, but are not limited to,
include AC Transit, ACCMA, Bay Trail Project/ ABAG, CPUC and MTC.

The Consultant shall be responsible for the preparation and distribution of all meeting
agendas, minutes and action items in a timely manner.

Task 2 — Identification and Pursuit of Additional Project Funding

The project will require funding from additional grant sources to be fully implemented. The
Consultant shall monitor developing grant opportunities for all project phases and provide an
assessment of the project’s ability to meet applicable eligibility criteria and submission schedules.

CONSULTANT shall make available to ACTIA, its authorized
agents, officers and em es, fogeéxamination, any and all ledgers and books of account, invoices,
vouchers, canceled checks, a er records or documents evidencing or related to the expenditures
and disbursements charged to ACTIA, and shall furnish to ACTIA, its agents, and employees, such other
evidence or information as ACTIA may require with respect to any such expense or disbursement

charged by the CONSULTANT.

The records described in this Section shall be retained by the CONSULTANT and made available
for inspection by ACTIA for a period of three (3) years after this AGREEMENT is terminated.

AUTHORITY may, in its sole discretion, conduct a periodic audit, not more frequently than once
every twelve (12) months, of the project costs under this AGREEMENT in accordance with the generally
accepted accounting practices as set forth in Article Ill of this AGREEMENT. The audit shall be for the
purpose of reviewing Direct Expenses and Salary Costs but not the Overhead Rate.

10. Arbitration. All claims, counterclaims, disputes, and other matters in question arising
out of, or relating to, this AGREEMENT or the breach thereof may be decided by mediation and/or final,
binding arbitration in accordance with the applicable rules and procedures of the American Arbitration
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Association in effect at the date of execution of this AGREEMENT. Either ACTIA or CONSULTANT may
initiate a request for such mediation or arbitration, but consent of the other party to such procedure
shall be a necessary precondition to mediation or arbitration.

11. Attorney’s Fees. Should it become necessary to enforce the terms of this AGREEMENT,
the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover reasonable expenses and attorneys’ fees from the other
party, including but not limited to expenses and fees attributable to arbitration pursuant to Paragraph
10 above

12. Independent Consultant. In the performance of the services to be provided hereunder,
CONSULTANT is an independent contractor and is not an employee, agent or other representative of
ACTIA.

13. Solicitation. The CONSULTANT warrants that it has not employed or retained any
company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for CONSULTANT, to solicit or
secure the AGREEMENT and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any or person, other than a
bona fide employee working solely for the CONSULTANT, any fee, ission, percentage, brokerage
fee, gift or any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting fro r making the
AGREEMENT. For breach or violation of this warranty, ACTIA,shall have
AGREEMENT without liability.

14. Conflict of Interest. CONSULTANT a erm of this AGREEMENT, no

or for one year thereafter, or member or deleg he Congress of the United States, shall have any
direct interest in the AGREEMENT or any direct

Authority. This must include, but i imiteghto, a fist of your firm’s clients who are cities in Alameda
County, Alameda County, and/or rtation agencies operating in Alameda County, and a
brief description of work for these SULTANT agrees to identify any other clients that would
eII as a brief description of work provided to these clients. This
list must include all pot interest within the year prior to the execution of the
AGREEMENT as well as ture commitments to other projects.

The requirement ab may be waived on a case-by-case basis subject to the CONSULTANT
submitting for authority approval a written potential conflict of interest disclosure on the scope of
services that the CONSULTANT, its team member, or employee, is providing or plans to provide to
Measure B project sponsors. If this waiver is not approved, CONSULTANT must substitute another
project manager, subject to the authority’s approval, to perform work in the similar capacity.

15. Conflict of Employment. Employment by the CONSULTANT of any current officer,
executive director or other employee of ACTIA or ACTA shall not be permitted even though such
employment may be outside of the employee’s regular working hours or on weekends, holidays or
vacation time. Further, for a period of one (1) year after leaving office or employment, no officer,
executive director or other employee of ACTIA or ACTA shall, for compensation, act as agent or attorney
for or otherwise represent the CONSULTANT by making any formal or informal appearance, or by
making any oral or written communication before ACTIA or ACTA, if the appearance or communication
is made for the purpose of influencing administrative or legislative action, or influencing any action or
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proceeding involving the issuance, amendment, awarding or revocation of a permit, license, grant,
entitlement or contract, or the sale or purchase of goods, services or property.

16. Assignment or Transfer. Services to be furnished hereunder shall be deemed to be
professional services, and CONSULTANT shall have neither the right nor the power to assign,
subcontract, transfer or otherwise substitute its interest in the AGREEMENT or its obligations hereunder
without the prior written consent of ACTIA. Notwithstanding the foregoing, CONSULTANT hereby
acknowledges that it is aware that ACTIA's functions and powers may be assumed by a new
governmental agency, the Alameda County Transportation Commission ("ACTC") during the term of this
Agreement. CONSULTANT hereby consents to the assignment of this AGREEMENT by ACTIA to ACTC.
