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8. Planned Local Streets and Roads Programs / Projects:

As part of an ongoing annual process the City will continue to evaluate
the City’s pavement surfaces and determine the desired treatment
application to maintain the City street surfaces. The City employs the use
of computer software in the evaluation process. The software “Pavement
Management System” (PMS) ranks the pavement condition index with a
numerical value with 100 being best or newly paved and decreasing
values as the roadway surfaces condition deteriorates. Based on these
numeric values the City assesses the method of treatment for street
repairs. Street repairs can either be a slurry seal or an additional layer of
pavement. Itis planned that the Measure B funding will continue to
augment the City’s “Annual Resurfacing”, “Annual Slurry Sealing”, and
“Annual sidewalk, curb and gutter replacements” projects. Typically,
these projects are designed during winter months and scheduled
construction during warm summer months from June to August.

5. Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Programs / Projects Description:

The Iron Horse Trail (Santa Rita Road to Busch Road) - This project is one
part of the overall Community Trails System Implementation Project. It
began with planning in FY 2003-04, and construction began in FY 2005-
06. When completed in FY 2006-07, approximately 1 mile of paved,
multi-use trail will be added to the regional trail system for alternate
transportation and recreational purposes. The project is a cooperative
venture between East Bay Regional Park District, the City of Pleasanton,
and Ponderosa Homes. (See Attachment C - Exhibit “D” for photos and
Exhibit “E” for staff report).

Approximately ¥2 mile had been constructed as of June 30, 2006. Total
project cost is estimated at $876,074, with Measure B Bicycle and
Pedestrian Local Pass-Through Funds covering approximately $326,074.
The project is included in the ACTIA Countywide Strategic Pedestrian
Plan as a Capital Project of Countywide Significance.

The project is also part of the overall Iron Horse Trail project noted in
the MTC Regional Bike Plan.
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6. Planned Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Programs / Projects

The City of Pleasanton is planning to use Measure B Bicycle and
Pedestrian Local Pass-Through Funds for design of the Alamo Canal
Trail Extension project. The feasibility study for this project is nearing
completion. The 12-month design phase will likely begin in early 2007.
Permitting could take approximately six months after design, followed
by an estimated 12-month bidding and construction phase.

During FY 2005-06, PPS was open Monday through Friday from 8 am to
6 pm and Saturdays from 9 am to 4 pm. Some of the key
accomplishment during this fiscal year included:

The service area covers all Pleasanton, its unincorporated areas, and
Sunol. Limited service to medical appointments in Livermore, Dublin,
and San Ramon is permitted to specific, approved destinations. Trips
beyond this service are coordinated with WHEELS, County Connection
and East Bay Paratransit Services. There are no limitations or priorities
regarding trip purpose.

PPS provides service to individuals. In FY 2005-06, 695 unduplicated
clients used the service. lItis a shared ride system and is not available
to groups and other service organizations. Senior Nutrition meals are
not transported.

NEWS: Measure B Funds for Pleasanton!

In an effort to ensure a commitment to improve traffic congestion and transportation, Alameda County taxpayers
approved a one-half cent sales tax for transportation projects. The measure, Measure B, was overwhelming approved by
County Voters in the year 2000. The Alameda County Transportation Improvement Authority (ACTIA) was created to
oversee Measure B, its funding and the implementation of projects and programs by those communities that participate in
receiving those funds. In 2004-2005 fiscal year 104.3 million dollars were collected countywide, and the City of
Pleasanton allocations from Measure B are approximately:

Fiscal Year Dollars

2002-2003 $761,000
2003-2004 $806,000
2004-2005 $928,293
2005-2006 $924,788
2006-2007 projections $952,000

Measure B extends to the year 2022 and is expected to generate $1.4 billion in revenues for much needed transportation
improvements countywide.

In the City of Pleasanton these funds will go toward improving the quality of existing roads by reconditioning existing
pavement surfaces. Every two years the City’s street pavements are evaluated and reconditioning decisions are managed
through the City’s computerized Pavement Management System (PMS). The system provides an inventory of the City’s
existing streets and roadway condition, and forecasts the future budget needs to maintain our existing street system in a
serviceable condition. The Measure B funding received will go a long way towards maintaining the City street system
currently valued at over a 100 million dollars.

In addition to augmenting street repairs, a portion of the funds received will go toward paratransit operations, which
provide for public transit assistance for the elderly and people with disabilities to and from their home. This service
provides much needed support to a program that enriches the lives of members of our community and is supported by
taxpayers through Measure B. In 2006 Measure B funding was also used to complete portions of the Iron Horse Trail
through Pleasanton providing for alternative modes of transportation, which can help relieve our local traffic congestion.

Projects under construction that have received Measure B funding are easy to identify. Inspection vehicles and some
contractor vehicles at the project site will have ACTIA Measure B signage affixed to their doors. In addition, project
informational signs will indicate that the project has been funded by Measure B.

Residents can come to the counter to obtain

encroachment permits, fiood zone information, lot and tract maps, traffic calming
data, traffic surveys, bid packages, as well as to discuss general concerns
pertaining to the City utility Infrastructure. Qualified engineers are on duty at all
times during the hours of operation to answer questions and assist the public and
private developers with any Issues related to the Englneering Division.

Elements of the Division ~ The Engineering Division is organized in sections and
employs 16 full-time employees.

Capital Improvement Section - This Section prepares the plans, specifications
and contract documents for the construction of public improvements throughout the
Clty, including roadway improvements, utility pipelines, pump stations, bridges,
tralls, and public bulldings. This Sectlon works closely with other Divisions and
Departments within the City to determine specific needs, performance standards,
and priorities for projects identified In the Capital Improvement Program adopted
by City Council every two years. The Capital Improvement Program establishes
funding and timelines for public projects. The Capital Improvement Section also
serves the public at the permit counter in Issuing encroachment permits to allow
temporary use of the public right of way. The Capital Improvement Section also
administers the City’s Pavement management System, determining which streets
are repaved or reconstructed each year.

Examples of
public improvement projects include constructlon of, and repair and improvements
to public streets, utility pipelines, pump stations, bridges, trails, public buildings
and public parking lots. This section also works closely with outside utility
companies that use the public right of way for the routing of their facilities by
issuing encroachment permits to control the time, place and manner of construction
in public streets.

In an effort to ensure a commitment to improve traffic congestion and transportation, Alameda County
| taxpayers approved a one-half cent sales tax for transportation projects. The measure, Measure B, was
| overwhelming approved by County Voters in the year 2000. The Alameda County Transportation Improvement
| Authority (ACTIA) was created to oversee Measure B, its funding and the implementation of projects and

| programs by those communities that participate in receiving those funds. In 2004-2005 fiscal year 104.3
million dollars were collected countywide, and the City of Pleasanton allocations from Measure B are

i Measure B extends to the year 2022 and is expected to generate $1.4 billion in revenues for much needed
transportation improvements countywide.

B In the City of Pleasanton these funds will go toward improving the quality of existing roads by reconditioning
existing pavement surfaces. Every two years the City’s street pavements are evaluated and reconditioning
decisions are managed through the City’s computerized Pavement Management System (PMS). The system
provides an inventory of the City’s existing streets and roadway condition, and forecasts the future budget needs
to maintain our existing street system in a serviceable condition. The Measure B funding received will go a
long way towards maintaining the City street system currently valued at over a 100 million dollars.

8 In addition to augmenting street repairs, a portion of the funds received will go toward paratransit operations,
¥ which provide for public transit assistance for the elderly and people with disabilities to and from their home.
il This service provides much needed support to a program that enriches the lives of members of our community
and is supported by taxpayers through Measure B. In 2006 Measure B funding was also used to complete E
|| portions of the Iron Horse Trail through Pleasanton providing for alternative modes of transportation, which can ||
§ help relieve our local traffic congestion.

Projects under construction that have received Measure B funding are easy to identify. Inspection vehicles and
some contractor vehicles at the project site will have ACTIA Measure B signage affixed to their doors. In
addition, project informational signs will indicate that the project has been funded by Measure B.

On July 19, 2005, Council awarded the construction contract for the subject project to the
lowest bidder, Rosas Brothers Construction, Inc., in the amount of $42,271.00, The subject
project has since been completed and is ready for acceptance,

Project No. 013031 was authorized under the 2001/2002 Capital Improvement Program, This
project is funded under the Pleasanton Avenue Reconstruction Project from Rose Avenve to
Division Street, CIP No. 015031, The Pleasanton Avenue Reconstruction project includes a
new street pavement section, curb, gutter, sidewalk, and landscaping.  For cost savings, and
in order to minimize impacts to local residents, the Pleasanton Aveme Reconstruction Project
was divided into two costruction phases.

Phase I of the project consisted of the removal and replacement of 931 linear feet of damaged
concrete curb and gutter, 1609 square feet of concrete sidewalk and driveway approaches, and
two handicap access ramps. A total of four unhealthy trecs were removed and replaced.

Phase 11, roadway reconstruction, consisted of the removal and replacement of existing failed
pavement section. Phase 1l was combined with the Annual Street Resurfacing Project, CIP
No. 043003RS. The construction work for the Aanual Resurfecing Project is about to be
completed and will be ready for acceptance in Jamuary, 2006,

The project originally identified 34 street segments to be slurry sealed. During the
construction of the project, however, it was determined that a mathematical error occurred in
the determination of the area of Tanglewood Court. The contract was based on 120,781
square feet, but Tanglewood Court is only 12,781 square feet in area. This provided an
additional 100,000 square feet of slurry seal treatment available in the contract.

During construction, staff received a number of calls from residents on nearby streets
inquiring why their street was not being treated. After further evaluation of the condition of
those streets, an additional nine street segments were added to the project, resulting in an
additional treated area of approximately 180,994 square feet.

Although there was some savings in the reduced area of Tanglewood Court as described
above, the net result was the addition of approximately 81,000 square feet of slurry seal
treatment, increasing the total contract price as described above.

Unexpended funds will be retained in the Annual Resurfacing Account for Project 045003RS
and for future annual street resurfacing projects. The project 045003RS, which was awarded
on August 16, 2005, is also complete and currently being processed for acceptance by the
City.

FISCAL IMPACT
This project is part of our ongoing maintenance efforts to replace deteriorated pavement

surfaces of City streets. It is anticipated that ongoing maintenance and replacement will
extend the useful life of the roadway system and reduce overall long-term replacement costs.
