 During FY 2004-05, Pleasanton Paratransit Service (PPS) was open Monday 
through Friday from 8 am to 6 pm and Saturdays from 9 am to 4 pm. Six buses 
were operating on weekdays with two buses on the weekend.  Some of the key 
accomplishments during this fiscal year include: 
 

a. 22,898 rides were completed 
b. 6,842 lift assisted trips were provided 
c. 69% of all trips were shared rides 
d. 97,233 passenger miles were driven 
e. 8,638 in-service hours completed 
f. $2.00 was the average of all fares collected 
g. 95% on time performance 
h. 26,234 rides per hour were scheduled 
i. 2.52 rides per hour were provided 
j. Average trip length was 4.46 miles 

 
The service area covers all Pleasanton, its unincorporated areas, and Sunol.  
Limited service to medical appointments in Livermore, Dublin and San Ramón is 
permitted to specific, approved destinations.  Trips beyond this service area are 
coordinated with WHEELS, County Connections and East Bay Paratransit 
Services.  There are no limitations or priorities regarding trip purpose. 
 
PPS provides service to individuals.  In FY 2004-05, 680 unduplicated clients 
used PPS.  It is a shared ride system.  Service is not available to groups or other 
service organizations.  Senior Nutrition Program meals are not transported. 
 
As the primary Americans with Disabilities (ADA) providers for the Tri-Valley 
(Livermore, Pleasanton, and Dublin), the Livermore Amador Valley Transit 
Authority  (LAVTA) assists with coordination of rides into other parts of the Bay 
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Area.  LAVTA completes certification of all ADA riders and coordinates this 
information with the Pleasanton Paratransit Office.  LAVTA assures that this 
coordination is consistent with local and regional requirements.  PPS and 
LAVTA’s Wheels Dial-A-Ride program work together to coordinate rides for 
clients in the Tri-Valley.  Through this partnership a more responsive client 
service is provided.
