Introduction
Measure B, approved by Alameda County voters in 2000, is a half-cent transportation sales tax that will finance a multitude of projects to improve the County’s transportation system. Collections began in April 2002 and will continue through March 2022. 

The Measure B Expenditure Plan outlines which projects and programs will be funded with the sales tax revenue. Ten and a half percent (10.45%) of the net revenue collected is dedicated to special transportation for seniors and people with disabilities. Approximately $100,000 will be set aside annually to provide to Alameda County non-profits organizations to apply for matching grants.

These Program Guidelines address the “Measure B Special Transportation for Seniors and People with Disabilities Gap Matching Funds.” This document is meant to be a supplement to the Gap Grant Program General Guidelines and outlines differences between the two programs.

1.  Name

Measure B Special Transportation for Seniors and People with Disabilities Gap Grant Matching Fund.

2.  Purpose

To provide matching grants to reduce differences that might occur based on the geographic residence of any individual needing paratransit services.

Applications will be accepted on the first of each month.  Applications will then be reviewed by staff and a recommendation will be forwarded to the Paratransit Advisory Planning Committee (PAPCO) on the fourth Monday of the month of submittal.  Final approval rests with the ACTIA Board and will occur in the month following the application submittal month.

10.  Programming of Funds 
Funds will be programmed for one year at this time, but could be extended with ACTIA Board Approval.
11.  Total Fund Amount

A total of $100,000 is available annually each fiscal year (July 1 – June 30) for grant matching projects.

12.  Maximum Grant Amount

The maximum grant award amount will be $25,000. 

13.  Required Match

No match is required for this program as it is itself serving as a local match.

Applications for matching funds will be reviewed by staff and then sent directly to PAPCO for their recommendation.  Staff will evaluate a grant matching application based on the same criteria as for all other Gap grant projects/programs. Project Sponsor will keep Project records in one central location for a period of three (3) years after ACTIA’s final payment of an approved final invoice.
